PLAY is for all professionals researching and licensing music for use in film, television, advertising, radio and new media around the world.

All musical works and sound recordings available on the site are registered copyrights and must be licensed by the appropriate representative in your country.

Your application for access to PLAY will be forwarded to the appropriate representative(s) in your country. They may contact you to verify your credentials.

If you don't register, you can't download tracks, save projects, share projects, add notes, export data... this is all advanced functionality which you'll love once you've got to grip with the basics.

	4. Advanced Features 



Once you've mastered the basic stuff above, read about the advanced features which will really help you maximise the usefulness of PLAY. 
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Get the most out of PLAY, and use this function to save your most useful tracks, share them with colleagues, and build reports from your projects.

As you find and audition potentially useful tracks, save them to a Project by using the [image: image8.png]


symbol. You might be searching for one track, and building a list of potentials; you might want to keep a folder of interesting tracks for future reference. Editors often save tracks used into projects by scenes or episodes, in order to share with their producers for logging. 

To share with a colleague you need to know their PLAY Login ID, then simply Share a Project with them, and they will be notified by email with a link directly to your project.
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Take your projects to the next level by converting the details into an exportable report. All usages of the music herein is copyrighted and needs to be licensed once used. This facility helps reduce the repetition of logging tracks used.

We are talking with rights administrators in various countries about facilitating direct links through PLAY to their online systems. Meanwhile, you can add tracks which you found outside PLAY, add pertinent production credits and contact information, and of course adjust durations of tracks used as appropriate.
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This is your system... we do all the hard work categorising the music for you, but you now have the capacity here to add your own notes.

If you enjoy the short cut search via the Keyword Suggester, you can now add your own Keywords to the list. Or if you want to, write a note about a track. Eg: “This will work for our next motor sport documentary”.

All this functionality can be found under the general heading of MyPLAY.

	5. File Formats and downloading


Auditioning 

PLAY uses Real Audio (RA) files for track auditioning.

You will need a RealPlayer on your PC in order to play these back. You can get this from http://uk.real.com/player/. 

If you experience any problems with streaming, go to the RA test site, and try the links to the Audio Clips at http://service.real.com/realone/test.

If you can't play these either, please contact your IT Support.

If these are working for you, but you still can't play back the files from PLAY, contact your local label agent or contact PLAY directly. 

Downloading 

You can download our Broadcast Quality files which are digitised at mp3/320kbps.

Or you can opt to download them in both WAV and AIFF formats, at either 44.1 or 48khz. You should set your future preference in Personal Details.

Each download comes with a download receipt, which records the copyright details of the track(s), the date/time of download and your user details. This is to assist you in keeping track of your files. 

Future Formats 

There are many differing opinions on audio file formats. The PLAY partners have had the conversation so often that we have come back to a primary principal: "It's all about the music!"

If you have trouble with streaming Real Audio or downloading our mp3 files, in the first instance contact your IT department if you have one, as it is easier for them to diagnose first hand. Alternatively, tell us and we will see if we can advise you further.

If you wish to contribute to the format debate, by all means give us your thoughts.
